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The Reina Sofia is Spain's national museum of 20th century art.

world, such as Picasso and Dali.

Guide: Now it is about 140 meters high, and it will be about 170 meters when the

construction is finished. Gaudi didn't want to make the building is higher than something

from nature. The highest point in Barcelona is a hill called Montjuic, and it is about 180

meters high.
