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It is often said that English proficiency among Japanese people is not high, especially’

when it comes to communication skills such as listening and speaking abilities. A surveys
conducted by a Swiss international education company in 2019 revealed that Japani
currently ranks fifty-third out of 100 non-English speaking countries and regions. It alsa
revealed that Japan now has a lower proficiency level than both South Korea and China.

One reason is the English education system in Japan. It places more emphasis on
grammar and vocabulary. A broader understanding and the practical uses of English are
not taught properly because teachers need to cover specific materials to prepare students
for their upcoming exams.

Another reason lies in the Japanese language itself. The Japanese spoken language
has only 56 sounds, compared to about 72 in English, 86 in Chinese, and over 100 in the:
Arabic language. It is no wonder that Japanese have particular difficulty identifying
unfamiliar sounds in foreign languages. The famous inability to tell the difference
between an “1” and an “r”
English sounds, unless they make a particular effort to learn the sounds of a foreignl

is just one example. Japanese are simply not equipped to hear

language.

What's more, the Japanese grammar and sentence structure is unlike that of any othert
language except Korean. For example, it is virtually the complete reverse of English in
terms of sentence structure, with the verb coming at the end of the sentence.

Nevertheless, the Japanese make up for their language handicap by being some of the
most hospitable people in the world. If they can’t explain in English the directions to &
place you are asking about, they will likely try very hard to help you by drawing a map:
or even walking you all the way to your destination.
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. Takeshi, I often hear about the low birth rate in Japan.
