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Everyone has a special attachment to some things. It might be your favorite toy in childhood, or a
gift given from a loved one. It's natural that these items take up a corner of your room. However, if
too much stuff fills up your entire home and seriously interferes with your daily life, you may be

suffering from a mental health problem called a hoarding disorder.

Hoarders — people with a hoarding disorder — collect and keep many items with little monetary
value, and they are more common in people over the age of 60. They typically have difficulty
i categorizing and making decisions. At this point, hoarders differ from collectors, who collect items
- based on their specific themes and organize them for display. Hoarders’ homes are full of

disorganized items, causing trouble with their family and neighbors. Such an environment also

creates the possibility of injury and fire hazards.

The opposite of hoarding is decluttering. A decluttering disorder is characterized by the behavior of E

throwing things away. Declutterers also often spend too much time labeling and organizing things.
Occasionally, they even throw away items that their family and friends treasure, and that can be the
cause of conflicts. In addition, they tend to purchase discarded items again, which leads to financial
problems.

Both hoarding and decluttering are considered types of obsessive-compulsive disorder (OCD).

People with OCD experience urges from some kind of anxiety. For example, they may repeatedly

wash their hands for fear of getting a virus. People with OCD are advised to seek help from mental

- health professionals. Talk therapy with therapists helps patients understand the problem and learn |
. skills to control their behaviors. In many cases, treatment improves symptoms and quality of life. It's

. important not to leave the problems untreated.
