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A biome is the vegetation of an area and the group of all living organisms, including animals, that
inhabit it. The type and distribution of biomes mainly correspond to average annual temperature and
amounts of rainfall.

Since the Japanese Archipelago is almost entirely rainy and humid, forests are formed. For this
reason, Japan has a wide variety of forest biomes, apart from some areas such as high mountains like
Mt. Fuji or desert areas like the Tottori Sand Dunes. Which type of forests will be formed depends on
the temperature. The Japanese Archipelago is unique in two respects: it is long from north to south
and its altitude varies remarkably. Therefore, both horizontal and vertical distribution of biomes are 3
found in Japan. Now, we will look at the vertical biome formed by altitude.

Temperatures generally decrease as altitude increases. For every 100 meters of elevation, they
decrease by about 0.6 degrees Celsius. On the main island of Japan, you can see the vertical
distribution of biomes from low to high elevation.

In the “low zone” at an altitude below 700 meters, evergreen broad-leaved forests are seen. Typical
trees found in this type of forest are oak trees. Summer-green forests are formed in the “mountain
zone” at elevations from 700 to 1,500 meters. They are dominated by broad-leaved trees that lose
their leaves in winter. Maples are representatives of these trees. In the “subalpine zone” at elevations
between 1,500 and 2,500 meters, you can see needle-leaved forests. They are made up of evergreen
needle-leaved trees. The upper limit of this zone is called the “forest limit,” and no tall tree can be
seen above there. You can understand it by imagining the area near the top of Mt. Fuji. The area
above the forest limit is the “alpine zone,” where low trees and alpine meadows can be found.
