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Many visitors to the U.S. find the custom of tipping confusing, but American
consumers are also growing tired of being asked to give a tip when purchasing a product
or service. So, what is tipping? Tipping is when a customer gives additional money to a
worker who provides a service, such as servers at restaurants or taxi drivers. In many
countries, tipping is an expression of gratitude for a job well done. However, in the U.S,,
it is a little more complicated.

In many states, restaurants can pay service staff less than three dollars per hour. This
helps the owners keep menu prices and expenses down. However, it also means that
their staff rely on tips for most of their income. Customers are aware of this and, while
many do tip, one survey showed that almost three in five Americans feel negatively about
tipping and 34% are irritated by being automatically asked for a tip when paying by credit
card.

With digital payments becoming more popular, tipping has become easier, but
customers are now often being asked to add a tip to their purchases even at businesses
that traditionally wouldn’t have expected tips in the past. One study showed that 72% of
adults in the U.S. feel that the expectation to tip has spread more widely compared to
five years ago.

Another idea would be to change the tipping system
by raising prices and paying staff more. This model may help relieve customers of the
pressure they feel to tip as they would know the workers are being paid fairly.
