OK. Why hasn't it been possible to make robots similar to human beings so far? One
of the reasons is that there hasn’t been a way to make them guess what humans will do
next. But one experiment was carried out by researchers from the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology, MIT. The team developed a robot learning system for self-
driving vehicles. That system is designed to learn the social characteristics of other
drivers. In other words, scientists created a system that attempted to decide whether a
person’s driving style is more selfish or selfless.

In road tests, self-driving vehicles equipped with the system made a 25 percent
improvement in their ability to foresee the way humans drive. It shows the robot
learning system helps the driverless car to avoid dangerous situations.

In one test, the self-driving car was observed making a turn. The study found the
system could cause the vehicle to wait before making the turn if it predicted the
oncoming drivers would act selfishly and might be unsafe. But when the oncoming
drivers were judged to be selfless, the self-driving car could make the turn without delay
because it saw less risk of unsafe behavior.

The researchers say they believe the technology could also be used in vehicles with
human drivers. It could act as a warning system against other drivers judged to be
behaving aggressively. They seem to believe in a bright future for relationships between
robots and human beings.

However, there’s one thing which worries me. Humans might become unnecessary
for some jobs. Let me give you one example: The fast-food industry is already using
technology to replace human workers through the use of tablets and smartphone apps
that allow customers to order their food without interacting with any employees.
