a major that best matched their ability.

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1:The Altiboot was first made in 1950. They have suddenly become really
fashionable, which is why we only have size 25 and 27 left. The leather is beautiful,
but easily damaged by water. These boots are very heavy but strong.

2 : Meizan is a new brand from Japan. They're extremely light and easy to wear and
the material is suitable for hiking in all weather, even heavy rain. Unfortunately,
we're low on stock at the moment.

3 : These Orford boots are popular with university student hikers because they’re
strong, light and reasonably priced. The material is completely waterproof, but still
allows your feet to breathe. These are available from kids sizes to adult 28 cm.

4 : The Trailmasters are so popular that we've sold out in all sizes except 25 and 26
cm. They're made of leather, so I wouldn’t recommend getting them wet, but
they’re stylish and strong. They’re heavy, but will protect your feet well.
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Let’s talk about the vaquita, the smallest member of the “cetacean” family, made up of
dolphins and whales. It resembles a dolphin and is easy to recognize because of its
short nose, round head and the tall fin on its back. It is gray with a darker back.
Females are generally longer than males. It is found only in the Gulf of California and
feeds on a wide variety of small fish.

This animal was only discovered in the late 1950s. In 1997, a major survey estimated a
population of 567 individual vaquitas. In 2007, this had dropped to 150. Sadly, the last
survey in February 2022 estimated that there are fewer than 10 vaquitas left.

These creatures are not actually hunted directly, but the main danger they face is
fishing nets. Vaquitas share the same environment as totoaba fish, which are illegal to
catch, but extremely valuable because certain body parts of the fish are believed in some
countries to heal diseases. Therefore, Mexican fishermen often ignore the ban and catch
them. Unfortunately, the nets used for this are the perfect size to catch vaquitas, which
die from drowning after being caught in the nets.

Secondary threats to the vaquita population are pollution and human disturbance.
Many harmful chemicals are released into the Gulf of California, mainly from agriculture.
Also, vaquitas are fairly delicate and do not react well to disturbance by humans. In
2017, two vaquitas were moved to protected areas by conservation workers, but one died
from shock shortly afterward.
